He was presented by his 
long-time fellow Eau Claire CPE colleague, Mike Carl-
son, who had worked hard to compile a notebook that 
included testimonials, accolades, and roasts from people 
whose lives Oz had touched through his work among us 
and on our behalf.  Because Oz’s (and wife Jean’s) hospi-
tality was such a pervasive theme, it was only fitting that 
a picture of Oz cooking fish for a Minnesota North Shore 
continuing education event adorn the cover.    

While there were many more comments included in the 
notebook than could be shared at the banquet, Mike did 
share a number of them before turning the podium over 
to Oz’s daughter, Sonja, who had surprised her Dad with 
her attendance at the banquet.  (She both blessed and 
“skewered” him as only a child can, entertaining us with her comments about growing up in a CPE home and 
physically demonstrating several “Ozisms” that all of who have known him could readily identify.  After Sonja 
concluded, Tim Thorstenson also shared some words and then he and Regional Chair, JoAnn O’Reilly pre-
sented Oz his award.

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Mike’s comments follow verbatim:   

It is a great pleasure to present Oz Anderson to receive the 
North Central Region’s Distinguished Service Award.  Both 
the extent of Oz’s participation in the NCR and ACPE and 
the manner in which he has served have been distinguished.  
If we are to choose, then serving as our Region’s first chair 
and first half-time Director have been key events for us.  
And, if we are to choose, then his ability to extend hospitality 
and to welcome people into the CPE family have been instru-
mental in helping us become a more inclusive, caring, and 
committed community.  

I invited a number of people, representative of Oz’s wide CPE circle, to share comments.  My thanks to every-
one who shared their great tributes and to Gary Sartain who also shared the great photo of Oz for the cover of 
this binder that I will give to Oz and Jean.  I apologize for not contacting everyone and I’m sorry that I could-
n’t use comments from everyone’s wonderful tributes.  

After the presentation , I invite us to personally share our congratulations and thanks for many jobs, well done, 
and for many gifts, very well given, because I don’t doubt for a moment that Oz and Jean will thoroughly en-
joy our personal conversations with them.  

Dr. Fritz Norstad, a professor at Luther Seminary, was the catalyst who go Oz involved I CPE in the summer 
of 1956.  Fritz was the supervisor of Oz’s first quarter which combined time in St. Paul with a retreat on the 
North Shore and ministry at Willmar State Hospital.  Oz’s second and third units, which were certified as ad-
vanced quarters by the Council for Clinical Training, were supervised by Henry Cassler at the Federal Medi-
cal Center in Springfield, MO.  His fourth unit was with Len Cedarleaf at the California Youth Authority and 
Oz’s final quarter was served as an assistant supervisor with Herb Skarie at Fegus Falls.  He was certified by 
the National Lutheran Council in 1958.  Oz moved quickly through the certification process and as Gordy 
Grimm reminded Oz, “You and I were both certified by organizations that certified ‘Potential’.”  

Oz was a charter member of the Lutheran CPE “thirteenth week” which began in 1958 and which was hosted 
by the Andersons at their cabins on the North Shore of Lake Superior.  Supervisors and their assistants gath-
ered to unwind, debrief, and learn together.  The spirit of those weeks lives on in the annual Minnesota sub-
regional continuing education event also hosted by the Andersons.  

Students, supervisors in process or new to the region, and supervisory col-
leagues remarked about Oz’s support, hospitality, affirmation, and inclusive-
ness.  We can call it Oz’s eye for “potential”, serving as a catalyst to involve 
others in CPE, heart for hospitality, and ability to welcome people into our 
CPE family.  From Tim Thorstenson, “One story:  my first annual meeting, 
still a supervisory candidate, feeling a bit intimidated and overwhelmed by 
the multiple large personalities and energized dialogue.  I was standing alone 
outside, waiting for the bus back to the Cities to pull up, when all of a sudden 
I had an arm placed around my shoulders.  It was Oz to who I had only been 
previously introduced.  He said softly, ‘I am so glad you were here for this 
conference.  You’re going to be a wonderful addition to our region and to 
ACPE.’  It was a blessing, softly spoken, kind, very direct.  It might as well 
have been Abraham passing on the birthright and the covenant.” 

  

The Rev. Sonja Anderson  
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From Edith Finsaadal, “I am glad to have this opportunity to tell you how much you mean to me and what a 
great mentor, model and support person you have been for me...For me, coming fairly new and ‘green’ from 
Norway, you were a solid person of life and connection...I had a deep sense that you knew and understood me 
without me needing to explain and ay a lot.  I sensed that you got it and welcomed me for who I was.”  From 
Toby Ellison, a former student and fellow chaplain in Eau Claire, “Oz, your ‘tough love’ peer group facilita-
tion, supportive processing of my verbatim, and your compassionate guidance of my professional development 
allowed me to discover my gifts for ministry.”  From Clyde Burmeister, “Hospitality has always been one of 
your gifts.  I have experienced it in many ways...for example, at the North Shore and the stops in Eau Claire, 
WI, on the way to regional meetings.”  

Oz supervised in Red Wing at the State Training School for Boys from 1959 to 1962, at Fox Lake Prison from 
1963 o 1969, and at Lutheran Social Services in Eau Claire from 1970 to 1995.  Oz pioneered CPE in Eau 
Claire and later evolved the LSS Program into parish-based CPE.  In the first group of students was Gary Sar-
tain, “Oz was my supervisor for my second unit of CPE taken in the summer of 1970...just prior to my senior 
year of seminary.   I was one of five students, another being someone well know to us, one Gordon Hillsman.  
Gordy and I were ‘clinically" assigned to a county mental hospital and to the bars on Water Street...where the 
college crowd hung out.  My conservative Lutheran mother could never quite get her mind around the ’two 
beer a night’ subsidy that Oz had somehow built into the budget for us!”  

Oz was involved in helping form ACPE and as John Thomas reminded me, “When the NCR was organized 
on January 1, 1967, Oz was elected as the first chair...His immediate job was to create one organization from 
45 centers, 10 of which were Council, 11 were Institute, and 23 were Lutheran.  Seminary representatives were 
included at regional meetings on the same basis as supervisors, room, board, and travel, so we had a fair num-
ber of seminary representatives at our early meetings.”  

Oz’s CPE involvements have been many, he was a member of the ACPE house of Delegates and Executive 
Committee from the get-go in 1967, served terms on the General Assembly and the Board of Representatives, 
was Regional Chair from 1967 to 1973 and Regional Director from 1988 to 1997, and was a member of sev-
eral different national task forces.  From Teresa Snorten, “Dear Oz:  It is a pleasure to write this letter of con-
gratulations to you on being selected the Distinguished Service Award recipient for the North Central Region!  
While this recognition is coming from your region, your contributions to ACPE and clinical pastoral education 
have been national and global.  Your commitment to students and clinical education has helped ACPE become 
the organization it is today.  You were one of the first ACPE supervisors I met when I attended the first REM 
Conference, and your interest in me and the mission of REM was an inspiration to me!  I know there are 
countless others who have been mentored and supported by your gentle, yet firm and insightful spirit.”  From 
Duane Parker, “Often forgotten is that that that Oz was one of the signers of the documents forming the 
ACPE...I very much enjoyed working with Oz when he was regional directory.  He was a very steady influ-
ence among the regional directors and commanded respect through his presence and thoughtfulness.  He was a 
tremendous sounding board for me while I was executive director.  He was one I could count on to listen atten-
tively and speak truthfully.”  From Steve Pohlman, “When you were our Regional Director, I was a member 
of the Board and the issue before us was to give a loan from Regional funds to a former CPE supervisor who 
had been on leave of absence and was now becoming an active supervisor again.  Another Board member was 
strongly in support of the motion he’d made because he was a dear friend of the person requesting the money 
from us.  I was opposed to granting regional money for a personal loan.  Then you said, ‘My head is against 
this action, and my heart is for it.’  We all, including me, voted to grant the loan.  Several months later the re-
instated supervisor paid us back in full.  This incident taught me that my ‘heart’, at times, needs to win out, 
over my ‘head’.  I believe I learned to be a more grace filled supervisor, husband, and father, because of my 
relationship with you.”  From Dee Brown-Daniels, “When I was asked to consider running for regional chair, 
my immediate thoughts were I don’t think I can do it.  Then Oz said, ‘Of course you can and I’ll be here to 
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help you.’  What an understatement.  During my time of working with Oz, I had an opportunity to learn from 
and witness him as a great leader, visionary, and pastoral care giver.  I would look forward to Board meetings 
and the regional meetings because Oz’s leadership would help shape an opportunity for us to focus on the 
work that we do in an imaginative, engaging, theologically informed, and life transforming way.  And it was 
usually a lot of fun...Oz is a person who meets each challenge with grace, intelligence, talent and faith.  His 
commitment to diversity and making sure all were given an opportunity to be at the table was remarkable—
women, people of color, GLBT, international persons, supervisors, clinical members, seminary reps, and the 
list goes on.  The bold steps of the North Central Region often helped shape the work of national ACPE.”  

Oz’s church and community involvements have also been many.  He has been active in local congregations in 
Eau Claire, Grand Marais, and Sun City Grand.  In the Northwest Wisconsin ELCA Synod, he’s been a very 
helpful consultant for many pastoral teams, and his parish-based CPE program served pastors of many differ-
ent denominations.  From Curt Rotto, “I have the utmost respect for you as I have experienced you as a per-
son of integrity—a person I trust—a person I could seek out for help and understanding—a person that em-
powers others, who lifts up...I see you as a person who knows how to work and give leadership to others...I see 
you as a person who understands human beings, who is not afraid to speak up for justice and fairness in our 
society.  I believe if you encounter a person in need you will help that person so that person will not be en-
abled..that person will be empowered to help themselves...More than that you are a person of faith that...guides 
you into being the great person I have experienced.  Your commitment to Jean and love for your children and 
grandchildren creates an example to follow...From one preacher’s kid to another, you have made your Mom 
and Dad very proud!  Larry Murtagh and Oz were kindred spirits in wanting CPE to center the students and 
empower their ministry in the community.  Oz has worked to have the church be inviting and inclusive, has 
worked to have the church deeply touch people’s spirits, and has wanted the church and himself to live by 
grace.  

I would be remiss if I didn’t add to Oz’s wonderful attributes his sense of humor.  From Jean Rasmussen 
Sivertson, Oz and the region’s secretary while he was RD, “At the end of November, 1984, I received a phone 
call, just as I was leaving for work, from my daughter who lived in Liberia, Africa...She told me she had met a 
bush pilot, a Norwegian, and they wanted to get married in Liberia in January...I went to work in a panic and 
wandered into Oz’s office and told him my news.  I said, ‘What shall I do?’  He answered immediately, ‘Get 
your passport.’ What an astonishing answer and so simple!!”  

I would also be remiss if I didn’t mention Oz’s integrity in a different context.  From Jim Homme, a patoral 
colleague in Eau Claire, “I have never been a student of Oz’s, at least not formally, nor have I been involved 
with him in CPE...I have known Oz primarily as a friend and a golfing buddy.  It’s as a golfing buddy that I 
know that he is a person of sterling character and integrity.  I know this because he always plays by the rules, 
counts every stroke, and really enjoys it when those he is playing with have a good game.  There really aren’t 
many golfers like that.”  

I would also be remiss if I didn’t share something of the tributes that Jean received.  From Arne Enslin, “I’ll 
be honest.  When I reflect and remember your ‘gifts’ to me, the first that comes to mind is your wife, Jean.  At 
one Annual Meeting several years ago, Barb met Jean and a number of other spouses.  The group bonded and 
called themselves the “Yah-yah Club!’...their conversations and laughter were followed by supportive emails 
and looking forward to meeting again.  It was good, and Jean was instrumental in causing this to happen!”  

And, I would be remiss if I didn’t share that Oz and Jean’s new home on the North Shore of Lake Superior was 
destroyed by fire last December and that they are now beginning to rebuild their beautiful home with the spec-
tacular view.  From Dick Sellers, “Lastly, when I think of you, I think of ‘hope’...I have no doubt that this 
spirit will be your guiding light as you and Jean rebuild and make the best of a most painful situation.” 
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Permit me to close with personal reflections by Janet Labrecque and Jim Corrigan and a professional reflection 
by Jim Gibbons.  From Janet Labrecque, “For me Oz embodies the essence of hospitality whether it is a brief 
informal connection, a consultation, or welcoming guests into his home.  He has a wonderful capacity to create 
space—safe, playful, intimate, serious—whatever the need.  I experience him as a wise elder of our clan.”  
From Jim Corrigan, “I have always treasured my community of wisdom.  And you, my friend, have always 
had a primary seat in that community.  Hugs and blessings to you and Jean!  Enjoy this sacred and much de-
served honor.”  From Jim Gibbons, “I am bold to say that to each and every role he brought his full being, his 
rich and agile mind, his perpetual good humor, his passion for quality pastoral care and pastoral education, his 
compassionate spirit, and his sense of collegiality.  In addition, Oz was a statesman; someone who worked for 
understanding of both persons and issues as they so often were entangled in our history.  He worked for 
healthy processes, for consensus wherever possible, and for the common good.”

International Student Visitor Program. Toby Willis in the National Office is the resource person for help in sorting out regula-
tions and the person who processes applications. Check the website for an article on the latest changes. Students need to apply 
no later than January 1st for a fall program. 
Standards Study Document. Please review the study document and let your voices be heard before the Richmond conference. 
Most changes have to do with certification. 
Presidential Ballots. Watch for them in July. 
Foundation.  Fundraising.  This is the most important part of a strategic plan.  Most important in this effort is to decide  how we 
tell others who we are, what we do, and ask for contributions to help in this effort. This is the first time ACPE has an opportu-
nity to present itself to the larger public.  
New Generations Project. This will focus on non-traditional CPE, programs among the underserved, supervisory education- ac-
cess/funding, international and multicultural programs, and an ACPE leadership academy.  

Certification – Bill DeLong 
Bill encouraged all to read and send comments on the Standards Study Document that proposes significant changes in the certi-
fication process beginning in 2010. 
A medical leave of absence for up to three years has been adopted for those in the supervisory education process. 
The national success rate for those meeting certification committees is %73. 
The results of the certification committee appearances at this meeting are: Brenda Jackson – education paper passed; Digna 
Campanano – candidacy extension granted; Meg Lybeck-Smoaak – candidacy granted; Karen Derenne – candidacy extension 
granted; Loren McGrail – candidacy denied.  

Standards Committee – David Rumbold

REM attendees were given the opportunity to attend the April 4th Foundation commemorative banquet at 
which Harry Belefonte and Representative John Lewis were honored.  There were numerous powerful 
speeches, none more powerful that that of Belefonte himself, who challenged us on everything from the Iraq 
war to the excessive incarceration rate of African American males and the unfairness of the drug laws and 
their application.
